	A piece of writing that answers a specific question.


	

	This sentence comes after each supporting detail. It is an explanation of the character(s) or the supporting details that answers the question “why.” 


	

	The process of brainstorming and getting your ideas down on paper BEFORE you begin your essay.


	

	A sentence that includes key words from the essay question. It is stated in the introduction and echoed in the conclusion.


	

	The first paragraph in an essay. Includes the thesis.


	

	The last sentence in a paragraph.

	

	Most commonly used as the first sentence in every new body paragraph.
