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Adverbs
Adverbs are words that modify, or describe, a verb, an adjective, or another adverb. *Remember adjectives modify nouns!
Examples

An adverb modifying a verb

· He drove slowly.
· She walks quickly.
An adverb modifying an adjective

· He drove a very fast car.
· Tessa drew a really pretty picture.
Adverb describing another Adverb

· She moved quite slowly down the aisle.
· Tommy played really well in the game.
Adverbs often tell when (time), where (place), how (manner), or how much (degree).

	When (time)

· The bus arrived late.

	Where (place)

· The family moved the party inside.


	How (manner)

· Jim writes poorly.
	How Much (degree)

· Jim writes very poorly.




Adverbs frequently end in –ly; however, many words and phrases not ending in –ly are also adverbs. 
	Examples of Adverbs that do NOT end in -ly
                      quite          very          so          much          more          well              


An –ly ending is not a guarantee that a word is an adverb. Lovely, friendly, curly, silly, ugly, and early are examples of adjectives. Family and bully are nouns. Apply and multiply are verbs. 
	Adjectives can easily become Adverbs

	How does an adjective become an adverb?

	He is a slow runner.
(slow is an adjective describing the noun runner)

He runs slowly.
(slowly is an adverb describing the VERB runs)


	She is a creative writer.
(creative is an adjective describing the noun writer)
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She writes creatively.
(creatively is an adverb desacribing the VERB writes)


	Use an adverb, not an adjective, to sound well-educated!

	Did I do good?


	Did I do well?

	I felt so bad.
	I felt so badly.
