Coordinating Conjunctions
	Coordinating Conjunctions join two words, phrases or sentences together. 
When used with sentences, there must be a complete sentence on either side of the conjunction. 
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A compound sentence is two simple sentences joined together by a comma and a coordinating conjunction (FANBOYS).

Rob ran out of cash, for she spent it all at the mall.

And

Ken saw the boys in the gym, and he ran over to talk with them.

I will not go ice skating, nor will I go to the party.

Or

We can go snowboarding at Mount Snow, or we can go to the Poconos.

Yet

I have a very busy schedule, yet I still manage to complete my homework.

Stephanie ran out of cash, so she borrowed more from her mother.
