Elements of Plot
Order of events in a story
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3. Climax: Turning point; most exciting or important part in the story. Character comes face to face with his or her problem.








4. Falling Action: Events after the climax leading to the resolution. Character deals with life after the climax. They may have a new discovery or understanding.








2. Rising Action: Events leading to the climax. Main character tries to solve his or her problem.  *Builds suspense!











Exposition: Introduction;


beginning of the story. Characters, setting, and conflict (main problem) introduced.











5. Resolution: Conclusion; end of the story. All problems are resolved. *Events are closely related to the falling action.
