	place
	park, mall, house, school, store, beach, zoo


	thing
	rock, phone, pen, shirt, apple, stove, 
locker



	living creature
	dog, starfish, rose, tree, frog, flower, moose


	quality
	compassion, acceptance, respect, equality, strength, respect, intelligence



Plural Nouns
· Any noun that ends in –s or –es

Ex. nurses, cowboys, parks, schools, rocks, roses, trees

Ex. buses, quizzes, witches, watches
Possessive Nouns
· Any singular noun that shows possession/ownership. It end in ‘s
Ex. The man’s hat

      The park’s path

      The rose’s thorn

      The pony’s saddle

Plural Possessive Nouns
· Any plural noun that shows possession/ownership. Add an apostrophe  ( ‘ ) after the s
Ex. The parks’ paths

      The roses’ thorns

      The ponies’ saddles

Proper Nouns
· A person, place, thing, idea, living creature, quality or action that is specific and must be capitalized
Ex.
