· Title page with topic and researchers’ names

· 4-5 slides with specific information and/or quotations

· 2-3 images, drawings, or photographs that reflect your topic
· Your slideshow may include links to videos IN ADDITION TO the informational slides. For example, Ted Talk 
· Works cited page including links to the information in the presentation

2. e.e. cummings (biography) and Poem: “the little horse is newlY” (analysis)
3. Badlands, South Dakota and Mount Rushmore
4. Greek Myth: Prometheus

7. Greek Myth: Pandora’s Box
